 

 

The following are my notes from the August 8th, 2004 CIC meeting in Chicago:

 

Plastic lensed headlamps have a polycarbonate coating that provide ultra-violet protection and inhibit hazing to meet a 3 year protection minimum as dictated by FMVSS #108.

CIC found that light scratches or scuffs can be polished in some cases; however, some scratches may require polishing to the extent that this coating might be removed or damaged.

Removal can be detected with a flashlight shone at an angle to the lens and will be seen as a halo similar to that of clear coat having been removed through over-polishing.

If the coating has been damaged, the part lens must be replaced.
